CHM4E1
Adventures in World History, Grade 12, Workplace Preparation

This course examines a variety of human experiences in world history from earliest times to the present.  Students will learn about a wide range of social, cultural, economic, and political structures, and the values of community and individualism.  As well, students will be given opportunities to develop their awareness of historical experience, to practice their skills of analysis and communication, and to cultivate a lifelong interest in the adventures of world history.

Prerequisite:  Canadian History in the Twentieth Century, Grade 10, Academic or Applied
ATC4M1
Dance – Grade 12, Mixed Preparation
This course emphasizes the development of technical proficiency and the creation and preparation of complex compositions.  Students will acquire increasingly difficult technical skills; assume leadership as dancers, choreographers, and production personnel; analyze and evaluate dance performances and study historical and cultural aspects of dance, especially of dance in Canada.

Prerequisite:  Dance, Grade 11 Open or Mixed Preparation
